On July 23, 2019 at approximately 3:30 p.m., a Pueblo police officer was patrolling the area of
Norwood Avenue and E 19th Street when he observed the driver of a Chevrolet Impala acting
suspiciously.  The officer maneuvered to contact the driver of the vehicle, at which point the driver
began driving recklessly in order to elude the officer.  The officer did not pursue the Impala.
Another officer observed the Impala stop in the area of Salem Avenue and E 14th Street and a male
passenger, later identified as 19-year-old Cristian Robles, exited the vehicle.  The driver of the
Impala sped off and Robles walked away on foot down an alley.  Officers converged on Robles, who
resisted but was taken into custody.  Robles was found to have active arrest warrants out of
Lakewood and Costilla County.

While officers were dealing with Robles, other officers located the Impala in the area of Oakshire
Lane and Troy Avenue.  The Impala was on the opposite side of the intersection as the officers,
traveling in the opposite direction of traffic.  Before officers were able to activate their emergency
lights and sirens, the driver of the Impala drove through the intersection against traffic controls and
collided with a Honda that was travelling on Troy Avenue.  The collision left the Impala in the lawn
of the Burger King restaurant located on the northwest corner of the intersection.  The driver of the
Impala, later identified as 20-year-old Elijah Gonzales, ran from the vehicle but was apprehended by
a citizen who restrained him until officers were able to take him into custody.  Officers discovered
the Impala had been reported stolen.

Gonzales was arrested on charges of Motor Vehicle Theft, Criminal Trespass and Reckless Driving.
Robles was arrested on his arrest warrants.  Both were booked into the Pueblo County Detention
Center.
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
